The Council was formed in 2010 with representation from animal health, animal welfare, and public health to
provide advice on implementation of the National Farmed Animal Health and Welfare Strategy (2009) with a
goal of enhancing Canada’s animal health and welfare system within a consideration of One Health.

The Council is supported by stakeholders from industry, provincial governments (animal health and public
health) and federal government (agriculture and public health). Council members are asked to be non-
representational which, together with the broad experience, results in full consideration of topics in the process
of developing advice.
